DAB issue Update from Chair

No report due to vacation.

North side Master Plan Planning Commission Hearing

Herrigel reported that the north side master plan for North Clackamas Park had been reviewed by Planning Commission on July 27.  She said that the hearing had been continued.  District and City staff was asked to provide additional information to the Commission on:

· How the entire site (north and south) functions as a whole
· Parking capacity and utilization of north and south sides of park
· History of previous land use actions on the site
District and City Planning staff will meet in September to discuss what information needs to be delivered to Planning Commission.  A follow-up hearing has not been set for the master plan.

Other City Updates


City Manager :  all applicants have been reviewed by Council and six candidates have been selected for interviews on September 3.  There is a “meet and greet” planned for September 2 at 7 pm at Wine 30.  All are invited to attend to meet the candidates.

Utility Billing of Parks:
  Herrigel and other staff from Milwaukie met with the District to discuss the fact that utilities (water, storm, sewer and electricity) had not ever been paid for by the City or District and to begin discussions about how to incorporate these costs into the District’s budget.  Staff is developing estimates of the costs associated with each utility at each park and will continue to discuss next steps with the District.

Comments:

· Hughes asked if it was fair to leave the system the way it is

· Hughes and Macready said they would be interested in participating in further discussions of this issue

Wichita Park: Herrigel reported that she’d had an inquiry from a neighbor of Wichita Park regarding off leash dog activity. She reminded the group that there have been several inquiries about this park over the years and staff has never really address the site itself in a holistic manner – but rather responds to specific queries.  She noted that last there had been a question about whether a community garden could be placed at the site as well as several interactions with neighbors over the years about fencing and signage.  She asked the group what they thought should be done in response to this most recent inquiry.
· Short term, Kevin Cayson said he would install a park rules sign – which states that off leash dog activity is prohibited
· Hughes suggested talking with the neighborhood about the site to see what they think about its use

· Dow asked if planned improvements on Monroe might address some of the previously raised street concerns in the area

· Group suggested Herrigel speak with the neighbor who raised the off leash dog issue and suggest that they go to the NDA and the Park Board to discuss it

· Hughes asked about the community garden idea (Herrigel noted that since there is an existing master plan for the site, land use action to change the master plan would be required to add a community garden in this park

· Kevin Cayson asked that the e mail from the neighbor be sent to him.

District Update

· Aquatics Park will be closed for two weeks for annual cleaning

· An energy audit will be conducted at the Aquatics Park

· The water fountain for Century Park is still not installed

· Picnic season is winding down

Other:

· Dow announced a Rain Barrel Sale the county is having on September 25 from 9 to 3 ($45 each)

· Dow reported on an 11 mile swim in the Willamette River her husband had completed.
